“Carry Each Others’ Burdens!” 

1)  Have children put some heavy objects in their backpacks.   A gym area or grassy field 

area will both work well for this game.  Have the students bring their backpacks out to 

the playing area that you chose. 

2)  You should create a starting line with a cone and also a finish line with a cone.  Have 

the students choose partners and have the partners place their backpacks next to each 

other on the “finish line”.  

3) Have half the class line up on the starting line, with their partners next to one another.  

When the teacher blows the whistle, these “partners” will run to their backpacks.  They 

will do the game, “rock, paper, scissors” until one of them loses.  The one that loses must 

carry “both of their backpacks” back to the starting line.  Do this same procedure a 

second time with the second half of the class. 

 

Have the students sit down and discuss the following:  

Question:  What did you just do?  (Carried each others back packs.)  Tell the students that 

another way to say this is you “carried each others’ burdens.”  A burden is a “heavy load.” 

Question:  How did it feel to carry each others’ burdens? (Some might say it was heavy, 

others might say it was easy and fun.)   

Teacher can read:  In Galatians 6:2 its says, “Carry each others’ burdens, and in this way, 

you will fulfill the law of Christ.”  (Teachers can adapt this verse to the age level of child 

they are teaching so that children will be able to comprehend.) 

Question:  What is God trying to tell us in this verse? 

Question:  Our school is trying to help build a new home called an orphanage for children in 

Haiti.  What are some ways that we can help build this orphanage?  (bring offerings, pray, 

and tell others to also pray for this wonderful mission.) 

Prayer:  Dear Heavenly Father, help us to see the needs of others, especially the children in 

Haiti.  May we help them carry their burdens by praying for them.  Also, Lord, help us to 

share the money we’ve been so graciously given by You so that these children in Haiti might 

see Your light shine in us, and give You all the praise!

Law and Gospel Message:  On our own, we cannot break free from sin, death, and the devil.  “Jesus” is 
our catalyst when we invite him to live in our hearts.  He can bring about amazing change in our lives.   
When we serve others because of what Jesus has done for us, we too become catalysts as Christ works 
in and through us. 

Preparation for experiment:   

Supplies 

¶ An empty 20 oz soda bottle (or any tall skinny clear container)  

¶ Hydrogen peroxide (you can get 3% at the grocery store, or 8% at a beauty supply store)  

¶ Active yeast  

¶ Warm water  

¶ Liquid dish soap  

¶ Food coloring - optional - but it does make a nice color!  

Directions 

1. Mix ~4 oz of hydrogen peroxide with ~2oz of liquid dish soap and a few drops of food 

coloring.   Add this mixture to the soda bottle and place it in the sink.  

2. In a separate container, mix one packet of active yeast with warm water, still and let sit 

for ~ 5 minutes.  

3. When you are ready, pour the yeast mixture into the soda bottle (a funnel might be 

helpful) and watch the reaction!  

Begin by saying:  A catalyst is like adding a bit of “magic” to a reaction.  Reactions need a 

certain amount of energy to happen.  If they don’t have it, the reaction will be much slower 

or not happen at all.  A catalyst lowers the amount of energy needed so that a reaction can 

happen easier.  

In this experiment we’ll be using hydrogen peroxide (H2O2).  Left to itself, hydrogen 

peroxide decomposes (breaks down) very slowly into water and oxygen gas.  The reaction is 

so very slow that we cannot even see it. 

By using a catalyst like yeast, we speed up the reaction so that we can see it.  The production 

of oxygen gas is made more noticeable by adding some dish soap.  The rapid production of 

bubbles of oxygen gas, quickly creates a large quantity of foam. 

In a large tub or sink, demonstrate step #3 above. 
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Question: What caused the hydrogen peroxide to change into oxygen gas and water?  (the yeast) 

Say:  The hydrogen peroxide would not have changed if the yeast had not been added to it.  

Connections to God’s Word: 

Likewise, we cannot break free from sin without whose help?  (Jesus).  Jesus is our catalyst.  He can 
bring about amazing change in our lives… even more amazing than this experiment that we just 
performed.   

This month, our offerings our going to help build an orphanage for the homeless children of Haiti.  The 
earthquake in their country was a catalyst that brought a dramatic change in their lives.  But because of 
our offerings, we too become catalysts as Christ works in and through us.  Let us together send a 
message of the love of Christ and bring about an amazing change to these children’s lives. 

Prayer:    Thank you God for sending Jesus to be our catalyst.  Thank you for dramatically changing our 
lives.  Move us to share our bounty with the children in Haiti.  May our offerings become a catalyst of 
change as they come to know Jesus through this new orphanage.

The year 2010 began with an earthquake with terrible effects in Haiti that took up to 100,000 lives 
and devastated much of its capital city.  The needed relief work has only just begun.     

 The devastation caused by the January 12 earthquake has horrified the world and the 
end is still nowhere in sight.  The initial impact was terrible enough.  The earthquake 
destroyed 30% of the capital Port-Au-Prince and in some neighborhoods half the 
buildings went down.  The Presidential Palace, the Court of Justice, the United Nations 
buildings, schools government offices have not been spared.     

In one of the first eye-witness accounts, Pooja Bhatia of the Institute of World Affairs, 
gave a heart-rending picture of what she saw.       

ñThe day after, as the sun exposed bodies strewn everywhere, and every fourth building 
seemed to have fallen, Haitians were still praying in the streets. But mostly they were 
weeping, trying to find friends and family, searching in vain for relief and walking around 
in shock.  
 
ñThis earthquake will make the devastating storms of 2008 look like child's play. Entire 
neighborhoods have vanished. The night of the earthquake, my boyfriend, who works 
for the American Red Cross, and I tended to hundreds of Haitians who lived in shoddily 
built hillside slums. The injuries we saw were too grave for the few bottles of antiseptic, 
gauze and waterproof tape we had: skulls shattered, bones and tendons protruding 
from skin, chunks of bodies missing. Some will die in the coming days, but for the most 
part they are the lucky ones.  

ñNo one knows where to go with their injured and dead, or where to find food and water. 
Relief is nowhere in sight. The hospitals that are still standing are turning away the 
injured. The headquarters of the United Nations peacekeeping force, which has 
provided the entirety of the country's logistical support, has collapsed. Cell and satellite 
phones don't work. Cars can't get through many streets, which are blocked by fallen 
houses. Policemen seem to have made themselves scarce.ò

The earthquake that hit Haiti on Jan. 12, 2010, resulted in widespread destruction and chaos. 

Buildings of the government, schools, universities, churches, commercial institutions, and homes 

crumbled and become piles of debris. 

More than 230,000 were killed, an estimated 300,000 people were injured, and nearly 250,000 

homes were either destroyed or damaged, displacing more than 1 million people. 

But the Church of Haiti rose up amid the rubble. 

Though many church buildings fell apart, the institution of the Church has remained a strong 

moral and spiritual support to the survivors. In many cases, pews were plucked from the rubble 

and set up for outdoor services. 

People cried out to Jesus at the very time of the earthquake.   They did not seek refuge in other 

gods, says Pastor Yvon Dé¬©ssaint of New Jerusalem Church. I think this event helped us to 

understand that the church is the only hope of the world. 

The Church Gives Strength 

In the first week after the earthquake, about 800 people came to Christ in New Jerusalem

Our medical teams to 

Leogane and Gonaives treated more than two thousand injured and sick, and gave us the 

opportunity to work alongside believers in Haiti to minister the love of God to more than 3,000 

families through the distribution of food and water.

 Grade devotion         Lessons From a Flock of Geese     (pg. 1 of 2)      

(Suggestion:  Utilizing internet, bring up a picture of geese flying in V-formation.) 

Fact:  As geese flap their wings, they create an “uplift” for the birds that follow.  By flying in a 

“V” formation, the whole flock adds 71 percent greater flying range than if each bird flew alone. 

(In simpler words, they can fly a lot farther together than if they were flying alone.) 

Fact: When the head goose tires, it rotates back into the formation and another goose flies to the 

point position. 

Fact: Geese flying in formation honk to encourage those up front to keep up the pace. 

Fact:  When a goose gets sick, wounded, or shot down, two geese drop out of formation to 

follow it down to help and protect it.  They stay with the sick or injured goose until it dies or is 

able to fly again. 

What lessons can we learn from a flock of geese?  (To encourage others, we should “honk” or 

say kind things to them and pray for them.  When someone gets sick and can’t do their job, 

others should step in and take their place until they are well enough to do it again.  When one of 

our brothers or sisters in Christ is down, it’s up to the others to stand by them in their time of 

trouble.)  

Not too far from us is the country of Haiti.  We have many brothers and sisters in Christ who live 

in Haiti.   A couple years ago, something bad happened that brought them “down.”  Do you 

know what that was? (a bad earthquake)  Many thousands of Haiti’s people were killed because 

of the earthquake.  Many children were left hurt and have no place they call “home.”   

These people are also a part of God’s flock.  It is up to us to encourage them.  How can we 

“honk” for them?  (pray for them; give them gifts of money to help build a new home like an 

orphanage.)   

By doing these kind acts, we are “standing by them in their time of trouble.”  These people will 

see the love of God when they see our gifts, and they will want to become a part of God’s flock.   

Geese are very smart and know that flying by themselves is foolish.  We too can learn that by 

being a part of God’s family or God’s flock, we are never alone.  God sends helpers when we 

can’t help ourselves.  Haiti’s people are seeing the evidence of this now with “our help.” 

Romans 15: 1-2  “We who are strong ought to bear with the failings of the weak and not to 

please ourselves.  Each of us should please our neighbors for their good, to build them up.” 

Prayer:  Dear Father, thank you for making us strong, that we might build others up who are 

down.

Teacher’s Introduction: 

The country of Haiti, the poorest in the Western Hemisphere, is no stranger to natural and man-

made disasters.  In 2008, Haiti was swept by a number of hurricanes and storms that destroyed 

70,000 homes, causing hundreds of thousands around the country to be without food, clean 

water, and other essentials like their livestock, crops, and irrigation systems.  On January 12, 

2010, disaster struck again, when a 7.0 magnitude earthquake struck.  Tens of thousands were 

killed in the area of Port-Au-Prince as nearly half the buildings there collapsed.  With few 

sources for clean water, a cholera outbreak hit next.  Suffering is definitely no stranger to these 

people. 

But the effects of these disasters are not all bad.  Many Christian organizations like Mission Haiti 

are feeding the hungry children--many who wouldn’t eat at all if it wasn’t for them.  But they are 

getting much more than food.  They are also being fed spiritual food-- “Jesus, the bread of life.”  

The LCMS schools in the Florida-Georgia District are building an orphanage right now in hopes 

of reaching even more lost children.   

The song, Blessings, by Laura Story, touches on what many in Haiti are feeling.  Let’s listen to 

this song and see what Laura calls, “Mercies in disguise.” 

Ask the children:  Laura is trying to tell us that “Mercies in disguise” are “our trials.”  These 

trials can be opportunities for us to depend fully on God and see his miraculous hand at work in 

our lives.   

What kinds of trials does she mention in her song?  (Storms, great disappointments, friends 

betray us, loneliness)   

The people in Haiti are no different than us.  We all have trials.  But those who put their trust 

in God and His promises have a much different outlook on life.  Believers in Haiti say, “This has 

been my year of suffering, but God knows.  God knows.  Suffering is just part of the package.”     

The Haitians are trusting in two important promises: 

Psalm 147:3 “ I’ll heal the brokenhearted and put a bandage on their wounds.” 

Jeremiah 29:11  “For I know the plans I have for  you,” declares the Lord, “plans to prosper you 

and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.” 

Prayer:  Dear Father God, help all people to see that trials can be opportunities for us to depend 

fully on You, so that we might find a “peace and calm” in the midst of our trials and sufferings.  

May we hide your Word in our hearts that we might believe and trust, knowing that you have a 

plan for us. May more people in Haiti come to believe in You and Your promises through the 

orphanage and teachers that we send.  In Jesus’ name we pray.  Amen.
